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Highlights of Proposed Amendments to 
NI 54-101: Communication with Beneficial
Owners of Securities of a Reporting Issuer

Now that NI 55-104 has come into effect, many of us have turned our
attention towards the finer details of the new amendments to insider
filings.  The most notable change is the compression of filing days from
10 calendar days to 5 with a six month transition period, but there are
other considerable changes to be aware of that will also affect insider
filings.  Insiders as well as individuals who are responsible for filing
insider reports within a reporting issuer’s organization would be wise
to start preparing now.
